Via mass transit  
Worcester is served by Peter Pan/Greyhound bus service and by MBTA commuter rail train service. The bus and 
train stations are located about 5 minutes (by taxi) from the College of the Holy Cross. 
Via the Massa chusetts Turnpike  
Take the Turnpike to Exit 10. Take Route 290 East to Exit 11 (College Sq., Southbridge Street). Immediately cut 
across to the right lane and take the first sharp right on College Street (before traffic light and entrance for 290 
East) on to the campus of the College of the Holy Cross. Go to the top of the hill and enter Gate 7—the last gate on 
the left. Hogan Campus Center is the second building on the left. 
Via Route 495  
Take 495 to 290 West. Take 290 West to Exit 11 (College Square). As you come down the exit ramp, keep to the 
left. Circle around under the highway. After going around the circle, immediately cross over to the right lane. Make 
the first right on College Street (before traffic light and entrance for 290 East) on to the campus of the College of 
the Holy Cross. Go to the top of the hill and enter Gate 7—the last gate on the left. Hogan Campus Center is the 
second building on the left. 
From Central and Western MA via Route 2  
Take Route 2 to 190 South towards Worcester. Take 190 to 290 West.  Take 290 West to Exit 11—College 
Square. As you come down the exit ramp, keep to the left. Circle around under the highway. After going around the 
circle, immediately cross over to the right lane. Make the first right on to College Street (before traffic light and 
entrance for 290 East) on to the campus of the College of the Holy Cross. Go to the top of the hill and enter Gate
